Written declaration on the nomination of the future President of the European Council
The European Parliament,
–
having regard to Rule 123 of its Rules of Procedure,
A.
whereas the Lisbon Treaty confers the right to nominate the permanent President of the Council to the European Council only,
B.
whereas the future President of the European Council will become the voice of the entire European Union,

C.
whereas the European Parliament, being directly elected by the peoples of Europe, cannot only take note of the future choice of the Heads of State and Governments,

demands that the European Council nominates as permanent President a personality the peoples of Europe can identify themselves with,
2. 
considers that a such personality must have proven his/her capacity to move the European Union forward towards "the creation of an ever closer union among the peoples of Europe",

3. 
is convinced that this personality

can only come from a member state which has adopted or remains committed to adopt the common European currency,

- 
is from a Member State which belongs to or aims at belonging to the Schengen area guaranteeing the free movement of citizens,

- 
must come from a Member State which does not reject the application of the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union on its territory, 
4.
instructs its President to forward this declaration, together with the names of the signatories, to the Commission, the Council and the Parliaments of the Member States.
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
